Board Report – Linda Garner

Linda read highlights from the January 2 Board meeting.  Highlights include:
Maria asked for approval on the 6 months leave of absence requested by Cheryl Mothes.  Motion to approve was made by Jan Ruopp and seconded by Jennifer Hendrickson.

Maria also asked for approval for a one year leave of absence requested by Dianne Gammon.  Motion to approve was made by Jan Ruopp and seconded by Jennifer Hendrickson.

Maria reported that Kim Schlitt has submitted a letter of resignation from her role as Service Chair.  The members discussed how to proceed to replace someone for the remainder of her two year term.  Jennifer recommended that the issue be forwarded to the Nominating Committee for action.  Maria will present Kim Schlitt’s letter to the general membership meeting this evening.    

Fellowship Chair – Cori McGee is accepting a new position elsewhere & will be leaving the area.  Her role as Fellowship Chair will need to be filled with a replacement person.  Maria would like to have this position filled as soon as possible.  It was suggested that Maria ask our long-tenured members to assume this role as a joint effort (Mary, Mary, Naomi).

ESPW – Maria led a follow-up discussion on the EPSW (Encouraging, Promoting, Supporting Women) initiative.  She learned that $1500 is the average stipend, and that while this fee is negotiable, we probably cannot secure this group for less than $1200.  Maria suggested that perhaps this event could become another fundraising opportunity in some way.  It was also suggested that this topic warrants further discussion.  Do we want to attend one of their speaking events to determine whether these consultants will truly meet our needs?  Maria reported that we will continue to look at this issue over the next few months.

ZI Membership Survey – Zonta International has requested that each club member complete a written survey in an attempt to solicit membership feedback about their Zonta experience.  Maria distributed the survey to each member present.  The surveys were collected in sealed envelopes to ensure confidentiality.  Maria reported that she has requested the findings from our Club survey as soon as they are available.

Maria reported that there is a vacancy in the Service Chair position as well as the Fellowship Chair.  The Service Chair is a 2-year commitment.  Maria asked if there were any volunteers for either of these positions.  Because there were no volunteers from the group this evening, the issue will be forwarded to the Nominating Committee. Sandy asked if the group would consider raising the Club dues.  This would spread the need for increased dollars among the entire club versus those that participate in any fundraising activities.

External Projects – We are still short on the projected service budget despite the recent WOA luncheon proceeds.  Maria indicated that there are several options that are available if we fall short of the goal (CD’s, funding projects with fewer dollars).  We need fundraising projects that will generate more revenue in addition to the flea market and trivia night.

Jan Ruopp also reported that Judith Farris had expressed some interest in having a concert as a fundraising activity.  The concert could include SEMO students and St. Vincent’s may be a potential location.  This could help us meet our service budget.  Judith’s schedule may permit her to engage in this sort of activity early in May.  A motion was made by Lisbe Knote and seconded by Cheryl Hill to pursue this idea.  Jan Ruopp will follow up with Judith Farris.

Flea Market – The Club agreed to go ahead with this activity.  Dale Humphries will Captain this event.  She recommended a date of March 10.  Dale will try to ascertain whether there are other events already scheduled for this same weekend.  The group felt there would be some positive benefit to our group even if Grace Methodist schedules their flea market for the same weekend.  Dale will present a plan for this activity at our February meeting.
Trivia Night – Still open for consideration
