Board Report – Jennifer Hendrickson

OFFICER’S REPORT

President – Maria Childress

Maria discussed that there is an Area meeting scheduled for March 3rd in St. Louis.  The Nominating committee asked if there were any members interested in being the delegates from our Club at that meeting and Maria Childress and Ellen Dillon volunteered.  

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Fundraising – 

Dale Humphries discussed the Zonta Flea Market that will take place on March 10th.  She is asking for people to help the night before at Centenary Methodist with pricing and placement as well as that morning.  She emphasized that items donated should be in extremely good condition.  Marsha Haskell will again host “Café Zonta”.

Jan Roupp gave an update on the Judith Farris concert.  Judith does not feel this is a good time to hold a concert, but she may be willing and able to in the future.

Debra Holzhauer discussed the Trivia Night and Barnes and Noble possibilities.  Upon motion by Emily Stapleton which was seconded by Ann Waagoner, the club would like to first pursue the Barnes and Noble project and will leave the details up to the Club board of directors.  It was noted that this will also be an excellent project to help fulfill our literacy goals.

Membership – Heather Brooks was unable to attend the meeting and no update was provided.

Status of Women (SWS) – There are several SWS projects in the works:

The Go Red for Women luncheon will be on April 5th.  Nicole Theiret discussed that there will likely be opportunities for service hours. Jayne Schermann will again chair the Yellow Rose Day which is March 8th.  It was suggested that we honor women in law enforcement at some point.  The group decided we should probably recognize the high school teachers in the area this year and perhaps honor those in law enforcement next year, but the decision was left up to Jayne.

Jan Roupp has been in contact with the Vision House and they have requested several personal items for their residents.  A list was distributed on the tables and Jan requested that any items be dropped off at her office or brought to the next meeting.

Jan Roupp also discussed that Missouri Mentoring needs help with a Mother’s Luau on May 12 at Evangelical Church of Christ.  Anyone interested can contact Jan.

Jan Roupp discussed that Sherry Persinger is again working on Relay for Life.  It will be held on June 15 and 16 and volunteers are appreciated.

Internal Projects – to fund attendance at the International Conference in Holland 

Maria discussed that the Club needs to raise approximately $3,800 extra in order to fund the International Conference in 2008.  Marsha Haskell reminded the group that we have traditionally transferred $1,500 per year from the General Fund to the International Fund.  With these funds, the Fund would only be $800 short of the goal.  This amount is attainable and the Board will revisit the issue.  Marsha’s input is greatly appreciated.

External Projects – Ellen Dillon announced that there will be a clean up of Old Town Cape (Zontians only) on March 31st at 9 a.m. at the Boardman-Hutson Pavilion in front of Hutson’s Furniture.  Volunteers are needed.

Foundation Report – Jan Roupp discussed that there will be a Foundation board meeting on March 1st at 5:45 p.m.  We will select the recipients of the five scholarships from the five high schools ($500 each) as well as the Young Woman of Public Affairs.
